Watsonville, CA – Starting with their May, 2013 meeting the board of the Pajaro Valley 
Water Management Agency (PVWMA) will be at full strength with the appointment of 
local farmer, retired Watsonville firefighter, and once again farmer, Paul Faurot.  During 
their Wednesday, April 17, 2013, regular meeting, the board of directors voted 
unanimously to approve the appointment.
